RESOLUTION NO. 13-12

A RESOLUTION OF TAYLORSVILLE APPROVING AN INTERLOCAL
COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH SALT LAKE COUNTY WITH RESPECT
TO FUNDING IMPROVEMENTS TO THE CONFLUENCE OF COTTONWOOD

CREEK AND THE JORDAN RIVER

WHEREAS, the Taylorsville City Council (“Council”’) met in regular meeting on
June 19, 2013, to consider, among other things, approving an Interlocal Cooperative
Agreement with Salt Lake County with respect to funding improvement to the confluence
of Cottonwood Creek and the Jordan River; and

WHEREAS, the Utah Interlocal Cooperative Act (Utah Code Ann. § 11-13-101,
et seq.) (the “Act”) provides that two or more government entities are authorized to enter
into agreements with each other to do what each agency is authorized by law to perform;
and

WHEREAS, Salt Lake County (“County”) and Taylorsville are governmental
entities as contemplated by the Act; and

WHEREAS, the County and Taylorsville are authorized to provide public works;
and

WHEREAS, the entities have prepared for approval and execution an Interlocal
Cooperative Agreement (“Agreement”) that provides, among other things, the purpose
thereof and the extent of required participation of the parties and the rights, duties, and
responsibilities and obligations of the parties in the conduct of public works; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the
inhabitants of Taylorsville to enter into the Agreement; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Agreement be approved,
and the Mayor and Recorder are hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the
Agreement.

This Resolution, assigned No. 13-12, shall take effect immediately upon passage
and acceptance as provided herein.
