Ham Cram Course
Gary Davis (KE7MQF) will instruct this Ham Cram course from 1:30 to 6:00 PM. Please arrive 15-30 minutes early. This course is free of cost. However, preregistration is required.
The pass rate for the Technician exam after the lass averages around 85%. 
Amateur Radio Exam
Garth Wiscombe (W7PS) will proctor an exam session for those desiring to receive any FCC license from 6:00-8:00 PM. All three license exams (Technician, General and Extra) will be offered to anyone who would like to attempt them; participation in the Ham Cram course is not required.
You will need to bring:
· Two forms of ID
· Test fee (cash or check): $14.00 
· The original and a copy of your current license (if you currently hold an amateur license)
· The originals and photocopies of any Certificates of Successful Completion (CSCE's) you may hold. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]These are only necessary if they give you credit for elements beyond those required for your current license and are less than one year old. Also, if you claim credit for a license held in the past (for example, Element 3 credit for a Technician license issued prior to March 21, 1987), then you must bring either a photocopy of that license or a certification from the FCC that you held such a license
· Pencils and pens
· A calculator
The FCC form you fill out requires your Social Security number or an FRN. (Go here if you want to register for an FRN if you don't want to provide your SSN on the form.)
FAQ
Can I pass the exam with only taking the Ham Cram class?
While it is possible, we strongly encourage you to do some preparation in advance. We recommend either Ham Study or  Ham Test Online for systemized training or by taking some practice exams. 
If I sign up for the Ham Cram class do I have to take the exam?
No, the exam is optional. We hope that by taking the exam the same day the material will be fresh.
I'd like to take the class, but think I'll need more time to study. Can I take the exam another day?

What should I bring to the class?
Please bring a something to take notes. We will provide some light snacks.
Can you tell me more about the exam(s)?
All questions from the Technicians exam come from a pool of 426 known questions and answers. The Ham Cram course focuses on this pool of questions. You will be given 35 questions on the exam and you must answer 26 correctly to pass.
All questions from the General exam come from a pool of 456 known questions and answers. The Ham Cram course does not focus on this pool of questions. You will be given 35 questions on the exam and you must answer 26 correctly to pass.
All questions from the Extra exam come from a pool of 699 known questions and answers. The Ham Cram class does not focus on this pool of questions. You will be given 37 questions on the exam and you must answer 50 correctly to pass.
How long does the exam take?
This varies from individual to individual but plan on 15 to 30 minutes typically. We will open the exam from 6:00-8:00 PM. Those entering at 8:00 PM will be given 30 minutes to finish.
When will I find out whether I passed or not?
Your exam will be graded as soon as possible after it is completed. Two separate examiners will grade it. Depending on how many people finish the exam right ahead of you, please plan on 15 to 30 minutes to be informed. 
What happens if I don't pass the exam?
We will allow each examinee a 2nd attempt the same day to pass the exam without an additional fee if they do not pass the first time. If you do not pass after attempts you will need to try again (see prior question about taking the exam another day.) The $14 fee is the cost to take the exam and cannot be refunded.
