Crews have been continuing to pave mainline I-215 near the I-15 interchange this week, 

along with the shoulders in the same area.  

 

No work will take place over Labor Day weekend, Friday, September 4 through Monday, 

September 7.  

 

Beginning Tuesday evening, September 8, paving will resume, with traffic back to one lane 

overnight. Additionally, the southbound I-15 off-ramp to eastbound I-215 is scheduled to be 

reduced to one lane at 8 p.m., and then will close completely from 10 p.m. to 5:30 a.m. 

The rest of the week will consist of paving from the I-15 interchange east as well as from 

Redwood Road to the I-15 interchange over the weekend.

 UDOT will be completing a major repaving project on eastbound I-215 between Redwood Road and 300 

East this summer. Crews will be removing the top seven inches of asphalt and replacing it with new 

pavement. This project will prolong the life of the roadway and provide a smoother ride for drivers along
