Parks, Recreation, and Open Space Goal: Provide a variety of high
quality and convenient parks distributed throughout the
community.

Parks, open space, and recreational opportunities play a key role in a community. Wel
mai ntained parks strengthen a cityés i mage a
vital to building a strong sense of community identity and inclusion as they provide gathering
places and opportunities for residents to meet, recreate and socialize together. Without
adequate opportunities for outdoor activities and recreational programs, residents can become
isolated and disenfranchised from their community.

There is well documented research that links increased physical activity with improved health,
including the reduced risk for chronic diseases like chronic cardiovascular and coronary artery
disease, stroke, type 2 diabetes, some forms of cancer, and obesity. Recent data from national
organizations report that in Utah, 25% of children age 10-17 are overweight or obese', while
over 30% of Utah adults are classified as obes&. Improving access to destinations like parks can
have a positive impact on public health by providing safe places that invite residents to get
outside and move.
